CLOTHING LIST

At Pioneers we strive to uphold tznius standards throughout the summer. Please send clothing that fully meets the
guidelines below.

Please be sure that her clothing corresponds with the tznius guidelines.

Tznius Guidelines
• Skirts must cover the knees
• Shirts must cover elbows and collarbone — no scoop neck or v-neck shirts
• Socks that cover the ankles must be worn at all times — no bare feet, peds, or tennis socks
• Robes/cover-ups worn to the pool or lake must offer proper coverage
• Only 1-piece bathing suits or full-length tankinis may be worn

• 24 pairs crew, knee, or bobby socks
• 11 shirts
• 8 skirts that cover knees
• 5 Shabbos outfits
• 3 one-piece bathing suits
• Bathing cap
• Bathrobe that covers knees

• 2 pair warm pajamas
• 3 hooded sweatshirts
• 2 pairs leggings that meet socks (hikes
— NO capris)
• 1 white/light t-shirt for color run (will get
painted)
• White shirt for tie-dyeing
• Cap or hat

• Shabbos shoes
• Swimming slippers/slides
• Sturdy hiking sneakers
• Sneakers (may be ruined)
• Water shoes for lazy river (old sneakers
— backless not permitted)
• Rain boots
• Tisha B'Av shoes if needed
• Poncho or raincoat
• Cover-up for Delaware Trip (¾ sleeves,
covers knees)
• Warm quilt or blanket
• 2 sheets
• Pillow & 2 pillowcases
• 3 bath towels
• 3 hand towels
• Sleeping bag
• Backpack (must have double strap)
• 1 small overnight bag

• Shampoo & conditioner
• Toothbrush & toothpaste
